SAFETY, REHABILITATION AND COMPENSATION ACT 1988 

INDEXATION OF BENEFITS UNDER s13

EFFECTIVE 1 JULY 2001

Background

1. Section 13 of the Safety, Rehabilitation and Compensation Act 1988 provides for indexation to be applied to relevant amounts specified in subsections 17(3),(4) or (5), 18(2), 19(7),(8) or (9), 24(9), 27(2), 29(1) or (3), 30(1) or 137(1) on 1 July each year, based on variations in the Consumer Price Index for the previous December quarter.

2. The relevant percentage change for the December quarter 2000, as published by the Australian Bureau of Statistics, reflected an increase of 5.8% in the All Groups Consumer Price Index.
