SAFETY, REHABILITATION AND COMPENSATION ACT 1988 

REVIEW OF KILOMETRE RATE UNDER SUB-SECTION 16(6) - UPDATE 

Background

1. This advice should be read in conjunction with Jurisdictional Policy Advice 2000/12 Review of Kilometre Rate under sub-section 16(6).

2. On 25 October 2000 the Minister for Employment, Workplace Relations and Small Business approved an increase in the rate to 34 cents per kilometre, effective on and from the date of publication in the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette.  A Notice of Declaration to this effect was published in the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette Government Notices No. 44, dated 8 November 2000.  A copy of that Notice was attached to JPA 2000/12.

3. Under the provisions of the SRC Act, the Notice is a disallowable instrument for the purposes of section 46A of the Acts Interpretation Act 1901.  Due to an administrative oversight the Notice was not laid before each House of the Parliament within 15 sitting days of it being made, as provided for in the Acts Interpretation Act 1901.

The effect of not tabling the Notice is that the Notice ceases to have effect from 7 December 2000. This means that the new rate of 34 cents applies from 8 November until 6 December 2000 and then reverts to the previous rate of 30 cents per kilometre.

In order to give the new rate continuous effect from 8 November 2000 a new Notice which retrospectively applies the rate of 34 cents on and from 7 December 2000 was issued by the Minister.  This Notice was signed on 9 February 2001.  This Notice has been laid before each House of the Parliament within 15 sitting days of it being made, as provided for in the Acts Interpretation Act 1901.  The Notice was published in the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette Government Notices No. GN 9, dated 7 March 2001.  A copy of this Notice is attached.

Policy Advice

The rate per kilometre payable under sub-section 16(6) of the Act therefore remains at 34 cents with effect on and from 8 November 2000.
