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Jurisdictional Policy Advice No. 2002/07

Superannuation pensions –June 2002 update

Background

1. The government funded portion of all Commonwealth Superannuation pensions paid by the Commonwealth Superannuation Administration (Comsuper) is adjusted twice a year – in December/January and June/July.

2. These adjustments to pensions may affect weekly incapacity benefits payable to ex-employees.

This policy advice only applies to pensions paid by Comsuper i.e. under the Commonwealth Superannuation Scheme (CSS), the Public Sector Superannuation Scheme (PSS), the Defence Force Retirement and Death Benefits Scheme (DFRDB) or the Military Superannuation and Benefits Scheme (MSBS).   Details of adjustments to pensions paid under other superannuation schemes, which may also affect weekly incapacity benefits payable to ex-employees, should be checked with the scheme administrators.

Policy Advice

4. Comsuper advise that the government funded portion of pension benefits payable will increase by 1.8%.  

5. The increase is effective from 28 June 2002.  It will be paid on pension payday 11 July 2002.
